RE: Germantown School District: Petition For Technical College District
Reorganization

Dear Board Members:

Pursuant to Wisconsin Administrative Code TCS 1.03, the Germantown School District
Board of Education ("the District") submits this petition for reorganization of Wisconsin's
Technical College Districts. Specifically and pursuant to Wis. Admin. Code TCS 1.05(1)(b)1.,
the District requests that the Wisconsin Technical College System Board ("the Board") detach
the District from the Milwaukee Area Technical College District ("MATC") and reattach the
District to the Moraine Park Technical College District ("MPTC").

Prior to July 1, 1971, the District was a member of MPTC. In 1970, the District
requested that the Board attach it to MATC due to the proximity of the District to Milwaukee
and the distance between the District and Fond du Lac, where MPTC was headquartered at that
time. The Board approved the District's request on June 8, 1971 based largely on the location of
MATC's campuses in relation to the District. However, the distance between MPTC and the
District is no longer an issue. In fact, due to MPTC's expansion into sites in Beaver Dam, West
Bend and Hartford, the District is closer in proximity to MPTC than MATC.

In addition, in 1971, the District's primary concern was that the majority of its students
were attending MATC rather than MPTC and, thus, were potentially subject to higher tuition
than MATC residents. This, too, is no longer an issue, as the Board ceased charging higher
tuition fees to non-residents at all of its technical colleges throughout the state. In fact, nearly as
many West Bend residents enrolled at MATC in 2007 as did Germantown residents.

The real issue is the District's ability to collaborate with its technical college and other
technical college district school districts and communities to offer its students and constituents
the greatest possible technical and vocational education opportunities. The District believes this
can be accomplished more effectively and efficiently if it rejoins MPTC. The original Board
assigned the District to MPTC because it recognized the natural affiliation that exists between
the District and its municipalities and the surrounding school districts and communities that
belong to MPTC. This affiliation still exists in all other areas but technical college matters. In
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
